Where will the buses be leaving from?

The buses will be leaving from Macon, Kennesaw, Suwanee and Calhoun 
on Thursday, Aug 26 and returning on Saturday, Aug 28 after the rally. They 
will arrive back at the original location in Georgia on Sunday, Aug 29 in the 
morning. Departure/Return Times Below:

Macon - 8a (depart); 8a (return)
Kennesaw - 8a (depart); 10a (return)
Suwanee - 10a (depart); 8a (return)
Calhoun - 10a (depart); 8a (return)

Do you have an EXACT location for departure?

We will determine the EXACT leave location (the parking lot itself) a week 
or two out in the city specified above. You will be leaving on the bus closest 
to where you live. It will be determined by where the bulk of the travelers 
will be coming from and we will call you and email you with all the details a 
couple weeks out.

What do I need to bring to the bus?

Pack for two nights (Thur and Fri night) in DC. Bring comfortable walking 
shoes, and business casual or casual dress for the Summit. The Rally will 
be outside and temps in DC in August can be pretty hot so plan for outdoor 
Summer weather. Bring sunscreen.
